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Reflections from the Intenim Rectonr. . .

Holy Week and Easter are coming, and as promised I'm finding any way | can to encourage you to
share in this extraordinary time, a time that joins us to some of the earliest days of the Church. A
Spanish nun in the 300’s made a pilgrimage to Jerusalem and, fortunately for us, kept a diary. Her
description of the services during Holy Week sounds very familiar to us today.

Palm Sunday gets us underway with what can sometimes feel like whiplash. It can seem like we have
just barely finished joyously blessing palms and sharing in Jesus’ entry into Jerusalem — Blessed is
He who comes in the name of the Lord! — when we begin to hear, for the only time on a Sunday, the
story of his death. The liturgy ends in silence, and off we go into Holy Week.

On Monday, Tuesday, and Wednesday there will be a simple (half hour) celebration of the Eucharist
at 6:00 pm. The lessons for these days carefully set the stage for what is to come — and you’ll learn
about Spy Wednesday.

The Triduum Sacrum — Three Holy Days — begins at 7:00 pm with Maundy Thursday. We gather to
share again in that Last Supper and celebrate the great gift of the Eucharist. We share as well in the
footwashing, Jesus’ act of loving service that we are called to imitate. It makes us uncomfortable —
but so was St. Peter (Lord, you will never wash my feet!). The Blessed Sacrament is taken to the
Altar of Repose, the altar is stripped — and we have already entered into Good Friday. A vigil is kept
before the Sacrament, the presence of Jesus, just as the disciples were asked to keep watch in the
garden.

On Good Friday our vigil will end with Morning Prayer at 8:00 am, and we will walk the Stations of the
Cross at Noon. The Proper Liturgy begins at 7:00 pm and we again hear the Passion Gospel, this
time from St. John. The Solemn Collects are prayed, an ancient form of the prayers of the people that
dates back to the 200’s. A cross is brought into the worship space, and we have the opportunity to
ponder the mystery of the Crucifixion. The service concludes very simply with the receiving of
Communion from the bread and wine consecrated on Maundy Thursday.

Holy Saturday is an evocative “in-between” time. The Proper Liturgy for the day (a 20 minute service
of Scripture and prayers) invites us to reflect on this time during which Jesus is dead and in the
Tomb. Or is he?

The Great Vigil of Easter (7:30 pm this year in order to be at sundown) is the most significant and
glorious of our liturgies. We tap into ancient symbols — fire, water, bread, wine — as the New Fire is lit,
the great stories of salvation are told, and we renew our own Baptismal vows, that way in which we
become part of the great movement of God. We conclude with the First Eucharist of Easter, shouting
out Christ is Risen, ringing bells, and receiving the Risen Christ in Communion. And then there’s a
reception!
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Easter Day will give us two opportunities — 8:00 am and 10:00 am — to celebrate the joy and hope of
the Resurrection, supported by our Choir and musicians. A reception follows both services. Please
join us as we make this amazing journey. There is a power and a depth in letting these days unfold
that is not to be missed.
